Good evening to you all in Ilminster.  The Beat Team, of Ilminster, has as usual been kept busy with the normal happenings of a Town this size.  As I write this yet more rain is falling, I think I speak for most when I say “We’ve had enough rain now”.  The recent rain and storms have seen us kept busy with floods, trees down and other weather related incidents.  
We have now been informed that our new PCSO for Ilminster has been selected and is now in training, hopefully to join us in May.  Hopefully this will ease our workload for the busy summer months ahead.

This report covers incidents in Ilminster Town since the last report written in November, for full crime breakdown statistics feel free to browse our Website.  Crime reports and the breaking down of them is never easy, due to often complex situations.  They can often be slightly misleading without knowing all the details.  Often one call to the Police can lead to several different crimes being recorded even though often the same people are involved.  All crime is recorded and is investigated where possible, if there are any known leads, such as CCTV, house to house, vehicle enquiries and so on.  One of the local Beat Team jobs is to visit victims of the lower level crimes for updates, welfare checks, crime prevention advice and such like.  Even if a crime is closed once recorded, there is often work still being done in the back ground.
Reported Ilminster Crimes since 25/11/19 to 4/03/20:

3 Robberies – Same victims, ongoing enquiries.

3 persons injured in a hit and run, enquiries ongoing.

10 Domestic incidents

18 assaults, some of which have come from domestic incidents and some against Police at the same incidents.  All investigated or ongoing.
1 Burglary.

2 theft of vehicles, 1 found next day locally and returned to owner.

6 thefts from vehicles, some of these were the same evening and believed to have been by a group that came down from South Bristol areas.

8 thefts.

8 Harassments and threats.

3 Public Order.

3 car criminal damage

5 criminal damage, including damage to benches and toilets in Rec, no proven suspects, many people spoken to.

2 Historic incidents.

3 youth related incidents all connected suspect interviewed and awaiting decision.

4 Drug possession incidents dealt with.

A male has been interviewed about the trying of car doors in Ilminster areas and we are awaiting a decision from Supervisor.  Along with members of the public he was identified by the Ilminster Beat Team.
