(II) The new noticeboard is erected in a suitable location near the new friendship seat (formerly the site of the millennium seat)  



Introduction 
1. A 2 bay noticeboard was purchased for the Wharf Lane Rec in May 2015 and fixed to the wall adjacent to the UPVC tuck-shop doors. The noticeboard was ripped off the wall in the summer (2020) and is beyond repair.
2. A noticeboard on the recreation ground provides information about Town Council activities in a place where people gather. The only other Town Council noticeboard is by the Market House.

Notice boards types and sizes
3. Notice boards come in a variety of sizes and materials e.g. oak, aluminium, 
man-made timber, glazed and unglazed or a mixture.
4. Noticeboards with doors are described as having “bays”; the number of bays is the number of doors .
5. The size of most noticeboards is referred to by the number of sheets that can be displayed e.g. 6 X A4 will take sis sheets of A4 size paper
